Yarn: 1 skein Cascade Magnum or 
Aspire Superchunky 
Needles: 10mm Straights or Circulars, 
your choice. 
 
Cast on 15 stitches. 
Row 1: *k1, yo, k2tog. Repeat from * 
across entire row. 
Repeat row one until you are almost out 
of yarn, then cast off loosely.
